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About StashWiz 
 

StashWiz is a program that provides an enhanced card catalogue experience in order to help 

you, the knitter (or crocheter), keep track of where your patterns, and the materials needed for 

those patterns, are located.  There are other attributes that StashWiz helps you capture so you

One 

more thing StashWiz does is provide a few reports to help you when you take that trip to your 

favorite shop to buy more goodies for your stash.  Those reports will help you prevent buying 

what you already have in your stash.

This section of the Guide describes a few of the basics of operating each of the screens that you

running StashWiz.  These basics will not be repeated in the other sections. 

Starting StashWiz  
To start StashWiz, double-click the icon on your desktop.  You may also navigate to StashWiz via 

the Start button.  Choose Start, then Programs, then JTA Enteprises LLC, then StashWiz, and 

pick the program from there. 

Under Windows Vista (when not using the Desktop icon), click on the Start Orb, then in the

result.  Select the program from there. 

Closing StashWiz 
Simply choose Quit from the Main Menu. 

Buttons  
Click a button once to use it.  Clicking a button twice (double-clicking) may have undesirable 

effects. 

Buttons With Ellipses  

These buttons look like:  .  Clicking on them will do certain things, depending upon the 

context.  For example, you may get an Open File dialog, or see a screen to add a new yarn.  You 

generally can tell what the button will lead to by looking at the field to which it is connected. 

Screen Basics 

To close a screen, click the  in the upper right hand corner of the screen.  This is the Close 

Button. 

To maximize a screen (make the screen as big as your desktop), click the  next to the Close 

Button.  To restore the screen to its original size, click the same button again.  The picture will 

have changed to a double square, becoming the Restore Button. 

To minimize a screen, click the  button, which is next to the Maximize/Restore Button.  This 

is the Minimize Button. 

It also has 

the close, minimize, maximize, and restore functions in addition to Move and Size.  It can be 

accessed by clicking it with the mouse. 

Here is an example of the System Menu (the title of the window is Browse Menu).  The System 

menu is what appears below the title as a result of clicking on the icon in the upper left corner 

of the screen: 

 

To size a window, simply move your mouse cursor to any border or corner, click, and drag.  You 

will know you are at the right spot when the cursor changes from the pointer you use to a 

double-headed pointer.  Click and drag the window borders to resize the window to the shape 

you need.

Data Navigation

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To go to the first record, click . 

To go to the previous record, click . 

To go to the next record, click . 

To go to the last record, click . 

To go to a record somewhere in between the first and last, you can type in the record number 

in the Current Record display.  This is the white box in between the Previous and Next buttons: 

.  After you type a number (where the 2 is in the illustration), the database will

Modifying Records  
To modify records, you will use the three buttons to the right of the VCR controls: 

 

To add a new record, click the .  The program will create a blank record template for you to 

complete. 

To delete a record, click the .  The program will delete the record. 

To save any changes you make to either a new record or existing record, click .  

IMPORTANT:  ALWAYS be sure you save your changes (if you want them to be retained).  If you 

leave a screen and forget to save your changes, they will not be there when you return.  You 

may not always be warned about saving your changes.  

Using Grids 
In general, the grids follow the same rules as above, with some exceptions. 

To add a new record, go to the row with the asterix symbol on the row header ς that is the row 

in which you will enter new data. 
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To delete a record, click the row header once and the row will be highlighted.  Tap Delete on 

your keyboard and the row will be deleted.  Be sure to click the Save Record button to save the 

change. 

To modify a record, simply put your cursor in the cell you want to change and change the data.  

Be sure to click the Save Record button when done to make your changes permanent. 

The ID Field  
On any screen where you see an ID field, know that this field is for system identification only 

and is there for your reference.  You will not be able to modify the data in it, but you may be 

able to use the information in certain circumstances.  The ID field will appear like this: 
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On First Run 
The first time you run StashWiz, you will see the following message: 

 

Simply click OK to get to the User Information screen. 

Maintain User Information  
The following picture shows the User Information screen: 
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Note that there are three bold fields:  First Name, Last Name, and EMail.  These fields are the 

only required fields on this screen.  Please do fill in the remaining fields as we may ask you for 

this information.

IMPORTANT:  After putting your data into the fields, please CLICK the SAVE button.  Once 

done with the screen, close it to proceed to the Main Menu. 

NOTE:  You may at any time, through the Maintenance Menu, access Your Information in order 

to make changes.  To do so, click on Manage My Stash on the Main Menu, then choose Your 

Information and click select (alternatively you may double-click Your Information).  This screen 

will then display. 

Scan Default Directory  
This field contains the default path and directory information to your pictures of the patterns 

you want to add to the system.  It is used when you wish to associate a picture with the 

pattern, as well as when you want to scan a picture.  We highly recommend you assign a value

instance.  Using the ellipses button to the right of the field will display a dialog box allowing you 

to browse for the location instead of having to type it in by hand. 

Yarn Pix Default Directory  
Similar to the Scan Default Directory, this field contains the default path and directory 

information to your pictures of the yarns you want to add to the system.  It is used when you 

wish to associate a picture with a yarn, as well as when you want to scan a picture.  We highly

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Main Menu  
The following is the Main Menu: 

 

Simply click the button for the desired function. 

Click Quit to exit the program. 

Browse  
This button will display the Browse Menu (discussed later in the Guide). 

Manage 
This button will display the Maintenance Menu under which you will be able to manage aspects 

of your stash. 

Report  
This button displays the reports window:

will display the data for your report.  It is a special grid that allows you to group, filter, and sort 

your data.  Any changes you make to the grid will appear on your report. 

Click the Preview button to display the data in the grid. 

Click the Print button to print the data that is in the grid.  The Print button only prints what is in 

the grid (including what may be out of the visible area of course). 

Pattern  
This report displays the data for a specific pattern.  Choose the pattern from the list to the right 

of the report name. 

Stash

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Pattern List  
This report displays a list of all your patterns.  You can optionally choose to show the details for 

each pattern.  If you do choose the details, be aware that the report could potentially be very 

large (if you have lots of patterns) and consume a great deal of paper and toner/ink to print.

What would you like to browse?  
Choose either Patterns or Yarns.  If you do not have any of either patterns or yarns entered, the 

appropriate option will not be enabled. 

How would you like to browse?  
Select either Carousel or Simple. 

Cards/Carousel  
This is the default view (shown below) when you open the browsing screen.  It is a grid view 

that allows you to easily group, sort, and filter prior to looking at things in the Card/Carousel 

view.  The following shows what the Grid View looks like: 
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Note that you can click and drag column headers to the area above the grid to group.  Hovering 

over and then clicking on a column header will sort the grid by that column.  You will see a 

ǘǊƛŀƴƎƭŜΣ ǿƘƻΩǎ Ǉƻƛƴǘ ƛƴŘƛŎŀǘŜǎ ǘƘŜ ŘƛǊŜŎǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎƻǊǘΥ  .

.  Click on that bubble to open a list containing filterable data.  Double-clicking

The What Combo Box 
This box allows you to switch between patterns and yarns.  When changing to either, please 

allow some time for the grid to update and display the patterns or yarns. 

Card/Carousel View  
After making grouping/sorting selections, you can change the view indicated in the View By
