Starting StashWiz

The StashWiz application would normally be found under your Applications directory. If you

To save any changes you make to either a newrteoo existing record, clic.
IMPORTANTSaving, for the most part is automatic. When you exit the program, your changes
will be saved. When you exit screens, your changes will be saved. If you want to force your
changes to be saved sooner, click thave button. Alternatively, Comma8dwvorks as does

Using Grids

Drag-N-Drop
You can drag files (one or more) to this window to create either pattern or yarn entries
(depending upon which tab you are using).

The yarns tab will only procesrage files. This means that any files you drop should be image
files in order to create yarn entries. Any other files will be skipped.

The patterns tab will process both image and other types of files. If you drop an image, a
pattern entry will be creted and the image will be associated. If you drop any other type of
file, an entry will be created and the file will be associated in the Files section of the pattern
entry.

This is the main view for patternamtenance. Notice the tabsthere is quite a bit of data to
keep relative to a pattern, thus the need for organization on tabs.

Click the talthat has the data you wish to maintain.

Pattern Tab
In the view above, you can see the main pattern data. What follows is the description of each
field and what you can do with it.

Category Is the pattern for a sweater, hat, afghan, etc.? Choose rame the list. The ellipses
button to the right allows you to add a new category.
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Name The name for the pattern. This is what shows as titles in the browse screens, so try not
to make it too long. Itis limited to 50 characters.

Description Selfexplnatory, limited to 255 characters.

Gauge The gauge for the pattern. An alphameric field limited to 255 character3.here is a
combobox here from which you may choose an entry or type your own. When you enter a new
gauge, it is added to the list the combobox this will help with consistency.

Date Entered The date you put this pattern into StashWiz. Defaults to the current system
date.

Priority: Your view of when you want to tackle the pattern. Defaults to Low.
Rating How difficult the patern may be. Defaults to Beginner.

Picture Location The directory/file information for the picture of the pattern. Ndtet the
picture appears to the right (in this case the basket of goodies). Use the ellipses button to
browse to the file. The OpeFile dialog that will appear defaults to the Scan Default Directory
you specified in the User Information screehhis field is limited to 255 characters.

Pattern Location Where the pattern is stored in your stash. This field is limited to 255
characters. There is a combobox here from which you may choose an entry or type your own.
When you enter a new pattern location, it is added to the list in the combaftbis will help

with consistency.

Pattern Source Where you obtained the pattern. THiseld is limited to 255 characterslhere
is a combobox here from which you may choose an entry or type your own. When you enter a
new source, it is added to the list in the combolapthis will help with consistency.

Project Cost This field shows whgou expect the project to cost you to make. It is your
estimate in your local currency.

Of note is the button to the right of thBove LasButton. This button, @, the ScarPic

button, opens up a special dialog that allows you to reteignages from any TWAIdmpliant
device (such as your scanner or digital camera). Once you do so, it will put that image in the
Picture Location field for youYou may also use the scanning/image retrieval function to create
your list of files on theiles tab. By creating a new row, or selecting an existing one, for the
